Svetlana Zakharova was born in Lutsk (Ukraine) and entered the Kiev
Choreography School (class of V. Sulegina) at the age of 10. At 15 she took
part in the international young dancers contest Vaganova Prix in Saint
Petersburg and won the second prize. She went on to accept an invita-
tion to attend the world famous Vaganova Academy in Saint Petersburg
(class of E. Evteeva). Svetlana immediately became the center of atten-
tion and soon was invited to perform a solo part in the ballet Don Quixote
in the Mariinsky Theatre. Having graduated, she joined the legendary
company. Under the guidance of Olga Moiseeva Svetlana Zakharova
made her debut in The Fountain of Bakhchisarai, Le Corsaire, The 7th Waltz
and Mazurka in Chopiniana and Giselle. She received her prima status at
the age of 18 and filled her repertoire with more classical and modern
pieces. After meeting John Neumeier Zakharova became perceived as an
ultra-modern artist.

Italy’s La Scala signed
a long-term contract with her and awarded her with the status of étoile.
She also took part in DVD-recordings of Swan Lake, La Bayadére and Giselle.
Svetlana has been with the Bolshoi Ballet since 2003. As a prominent
representative of the Russian Culture, Svetlana Zakharova was given
the honor of taking part in the Opening Ceremony of the Winter Olympic
Games in Sochi in 2014. In 2011 she established her own charity founda-
tion for supporting the country’s stage veterans as well as young talents,
granting the latter personal scholarships. An annual charitable children’s
dance festival Svetlana has been held under her patronage since 2015.
Svetlana Zakharova is a unique and universal performer of classical heri-
tage ballets and she demonstrates her mastery in Russia and all over
the world. She continues to dance on the world’s most famous stages and
frequents gala concerts that regularly take place in Italy, France, Great
Britain, Germany, the US and Japan.

Born in Valencia, Spain. He signed his first professional contract in
Stockholm in 1980 with the Kulberg Ballet Company. A year later, chore-
ographer Jifi Kylian invited him to the Netherlands Dance Theatre (NDT).
Very soon, the Duato’s natural talent took him beyond the performing arts,
and he began working as a choreographer as well. In 1988, Duato, along
with Jifi Kylidn and Hans van Manen, became a permanent choreographer
at the Dutch Dance Theater.

In 1990, at the invitation of the National Institute of Performing Arts and
Music of the Ministry of Culture of Spain, he headed the National Dance
Theater of Spain.

During 2011-2014, he was head of the Mikhailovsky Ballet Company in St.
Petersburg. Duato staged the one-act ballets Nunc Dimittis, In the Forest,
Without Words, Duende, Prelude, White Darkness, Invisible, as well
as the multi-act pieces Multiplicity Forms of silence and emptiness, Sleeping
Beauty, Romeo and Juliet, The Nutcracker. In 2014-2018, he lead the Berlin
Ballet Company and was a regular guest choreographer at the Mikhailov-
sky Theater. He has been the artistic director of the Mikhailovsky Ballet
since 2019. His productions also include La Bayadére, Swan Lake, Hidalgo
of La Mancha. In 2023 Duato made his debut on the Mikhailovsky Theater
stage as an opera director, presenting Carmen by Georges Bizet.

In 1995, Nacho Duato received the title ‘Chevalier dans I'Ordre des Arts
et des Lettres. In 1998, the Spanish government awarded him the Gold
Medal for his services to the fine arts. In April 2000 he won the Prix Benois
de la Danse for Multiplicity. Forms of Silence and Emptiness. Was nominated
for the Golden Mask in 2010 for the ballet In the Forest.

Born in Yokohama, Japan, Saito began her ballet training at the age of six

with her mother who was a professional dancer. From the age of 16, she

frequently visited Moscow to take lessons with Marina Semionova and

Ekaterina Maximova. After gaining stage experience both within and out-
side Japan, she joined The Tokyo Ballet in 1987.

While touring Europe with The Tokyo Ballet in 1988, Saito was chosen to

dance the role of Lady Kaoyo, the heroine of Maurice Béjart’s The Kabuki. In

Béjart’s Ballet Gala also held in 1988, she performed Bugaku with dancers

of the Béjart Ballet Lausanne at Béjart’s request. Her artistic excellence in-
spired another great choreographer John Neumeier to create Seven Haiku

of the Moon in 1989. During The Tokyo Ballet's Russia tour in 1992, she

danced the leading role in La Sylphide at the Bolshoi Theatre, the Mariinsky

Theatre and the Kiev National Shevchenko Theatre, drawing lavish praise

from Russian critics who called her a «Japanese Marie Taglioni».

During her 28 years with The Tokyo Ballet, Saito danced a full range

of the Company’s principal roles.

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Marco Goecke completed his ballet training in 1988 at the Heinz-Bosl-
Stiftung Ballet Academy in Munich and the Royal Conservatoire of
the Hague, where he received his diploma in 1995. Engagements followed
at the Berlin State Opera and Hagen Theatre. Here in 2000 Goecke created
his first choreography entitled Loch. He then did several choreographies
for the Noverre-Society with dancers from the Stuttgart Ballet and was
invited to the New York Choreographic Institute.

In 2003 Goecke won the Prix Dom Pérignon in Hamburg with the piece
Blushing, danced by the Stuttgart Ballet. In the years that followed, he
received numerous commissions for international companies such
as Les Ballets de Monte Carlo, the Norwegian National Ballet, Pacific
Northwest Ballet in Seattle and the Berlin State Ballet.

In the 2005/2006 season Marco Goecke was appointed as choreogra-
pher in Residence at the Stuttgart Ballet, and it was there in December
2006 that he created his first narrative ballet, The Nutcracker, which
was later also filmed for the ZDF theatre channel. From 2006 to 2012
Goecke also held the post of choreographer in residence at the Scapino
Ballet in Rotterdam. Since the 2013/2014 season he has been Associate
Choreographer at the renowned Netherlands Dance Theater.

Of the over 60 works Goecke has created for companies in Tel Aviv
and Sao Paulo, by Les Grands Ballets Canadiens de Montréal, the Canadian
National Ballet, the Ballet-Theatre in Munich, the Finnish National
Ballet in Helsinki, the Stanislavsky Theatre in Moscow, the Zurich Ballet,
the German Opera on the Rhine in Diisseldorf, and the Vienna State Opera.
Goecke has received several international awards, including the Culture
Prize of the State of Baden-Wiirttemberg (2005), the Nijinsky Award
in Monte Carlo (2006), the Choreographer of the Year in the critics’ sur-
vey by the magazine Tanz (2015), the Dutch dance Prize Zwaan as well
as the Italian prize Danzadanza (2017). This award was for the full-length
work Nijinski, which he created in 2016 for Gauthier Dance in Stuttgart.
The book Dark Matter (Konigshausen & Neumann, Wiirzburg, 2016)
offers a concise overview of his oeuvre.

Since January 2019 he is Artist in Residence with Gauthier Dance Stuttgart.
In 2019 Goeke created his first piece for the Ballelt of the Paris Opera. Since
the Season 2019/20 Marco Goeke is Artistic Director of the State Ballet
Hannover.

Yury Possokhov danced for ten years with the Bolshoi Ballet, performing
leading roles in almost all of the company’s classical and contemporary
ballets. While performing, Mr. Possokhov studied choreography and
the teaching of ballet at the State College of Theatrical Arts, completing
the five year course in 1990. In addition to participating in the Bolshoi's
frequent international tours, Mr. Possokhov was often invited to perform
as a guest artist in Europe, Asia, and Latin America.

In 1992, at the invitation of Ballet Master Frank Andersen, Possokhov joined
the Royal Danish Ballet as a principal dancer and performed many leading
roles in a diverse repertoire, including works by John Neumeier, Anna
Laerkesen, George Balanchine, and John Cranko. While with the Danish
Ballet, he was invited to dance a guest performance at San Francisco
Ballet's opening night gala, after which Helgi Tomasson invited him to join
the company as a principal dancer. He spent the following 12 years with
the San Francisco Ballet, performing leading roles both in San Francisco
and abroad. During this period he began choreographing works for
the company.

After retiring from dancing in 2006, he joined the artistic staff of the San
Francisco Ballet as choreographer in residence. Since then, he has conti-
nued choreographing new works for the company and dances principal
character roles. His ballets have also been staged for other companies
in the U.S. and abroad.

In early 2006, he was invited by the Bolshoi Ballet to create a full-length
Cinderella, which has been performed in Moscow, London, and the Ken-
nedy Center in Washington, D.C. He also created a one act ballet for
the Georgia State Ballet, which was recently performed at the Bolshoi
Theater in a Gala Program.

For the past ten years, Possokhov has continued to create new works for
each of San Francisco Ballet's repertory seasons, including: Magrittomania,
Damned, Study in Motion, Reflections, Firebird, Fusion, Diving Into the Lilacs,
Classical Symphony, RAKU, Francesca da Rimini, Rite of Spring, and Swimmer.
Classical Symphony is currently in the repertoire of the Bolshoi Ballet,
Romanian National Ballet and four U.S. companies. Mr. Possokhov is a fre-
quent guest at Chicago’s Joffrey Ballet, staging Bells, a new full-length
Don Quixote for the company in 2011. In 2012, Possokhov returned
to Copenhagen and created Narcissum, commissioned by the Royal Danish
Ballet. In 2015, the Bolshoi Ballet premiered his new full-length ballets,
A Hero of our Time and Nureev, to critical acclaim.
