Svetlana Zakharova was born in Lutsk (Ukraine) and entered the Kiev
Choreography School (class of V. Sulegina) at the age of 10. At 15 she took
part in the international young dancers contest Vaganova Prix in Saint
Petersburg and won the second prize. She went on to accept an invitation
to attend the world famous Vaganova Academy in Saint Petersburg (class
of E. Evteeva). She immediately became the center of attention and soon
was invited to perform a solo part in the ballet Don Quixote in the Mariinsky
Theatre. Having graduated, she joined the legendary company. Under the
guidance of Olga Moiseeva Zakharova made her debut in The Fountain
of Bakhchisarai, Le Corsaire, The 7th Waltz and Mazurka in Chopiniana and
Giselle. She received her prima status at the age of 18 and filled her reper-
toire with more classical and modern pieces. After meeting John Neumeier
Zakharova became perceived as an ultra-modern artist.

2001 brought her world fame. She signed a contract with L'Opera de Paris
(La Bayadere) and began to tour all around the world. Italy’s La Scala signed
a long-term contract with her and awarded her with the status of étoile.
She also took part in DVD-recordings of Swan Lake, La Bayadére and Giselle.
Svetlana has been with the Bolshoi Ballet since 2003. As a prominent
representative of the Russian Culture, Svetlana Zakharova was given
the honor of taking part in the Opening Ceremony of the Winter Olympic
Games in Sochi in 2014. In 2011 she established her own charity founda-
tion for supporting the country’s stage veterans as well as young talents,
granting the latter personal scholarships. An annual charitable children’s
dance festival Svetlana has been held under her patronage since 2015.
Svetlana Zakharova is a unique and universal performer of classical heri-
tage ballets and she demonstrates her mastery in Russia and all over
the world. She continues to dance on the world’s most famous stages and
frequents gala concerts that regularly take place in Italy, France, Great
Britain, Germany, the US and Japan. Not afraid to experiment, she con-
stantly adds new modern pieces to her repertoire.

Days of sorrow. .. We have parted with Yuri Nikolaevich Grigorovich, the great Russian choreographer, founder

of the Benois de la Danse program.

What began as an initiative by Russian ballet figures in 1991 quickly grew into a major international event, bringing
together for over thirty years hundreds of dance professionals from all disciplines.

They were drawn to Moscow by the opportunity to meet Grigorovich, to exchange, even briefly, news and
challenges of our ballet world. He attracted people, authoritatively shaping and building professional destinies.
Throughout his years of service to ballet theater, he created a unique national repertoire that sustains Russian
theater to this day. 120 productions worldwide. Dozens of triumphant tours with his works. Several generations
of artists who embraced his choreography. But above all — he bequeathed to us a profound reverence for Russian
ballet as a treasure of world culture. This truth was indisputable to him.

We were always proud to be part of his grand plans — whether he was staging a performance, organizing a ballet
competition, or steadfastly advancing the development of Benois de la Danse. He believed this Prize embodied
much of historical importance, its beneficent role lying in the professional collaboration of different generations
of artists, choreographers, composers, musicians, set designers, and theater figures. Having built his entire theater
on the idea of essential artistic synthesis, he also sought, in organizing Benois de la Danse, to unite the global
ballet community as fully as possible.

We felt this and always shared his lofty aspirations.
